PATIENT TREATMENT GUIDELINES 
 

Ø Stabilize airway. 

Ø Treat CARDIOPULMONARY ARREST per specific protocols; 

Ø OXYGEN – High flow; be prepared to use appropriate adjuncts. 

Ø Anticipate vomiting.  Take precautions against aspiration, be prepared for suctioning; 

Ø Remove wet clothing; keep patient warm and dry. 

Ø CARDIAC MONITOR; 

Ø IV Access and 250 cc fluid challenge if indicated for hypotension.  Repeat vital signs and continue fluid boluses until systolic blood pressure is >100. 

Ø Transport patient as early as possible.
