September 14, 2021 Gubernatorial Recall Election Certified Results from the 
Solano County Registrar of Voters 
 
The Solano County Registrar of Voters (ROV) has prepared a certified statement of the results of the 

September 14, 2021 Gubernatorial Recall Election and certified them with the California Secretary of 
State on October 6, 2021.  A copy of these certified results is attached to this Significant Issues memo as 

pages three (3) and four (4). 

 
HIGHLIGHTS OF THE RECALL ELECTION 

◼ 263,192 – number of ballots Issued to all voters in Solano County 
◼ 139,242 – number of ballots submitted by mail 

◼ 17,531 – number of ballots submitted in-person at election day polling places 

◼ 60 percent – overall registered voter turnout 
◼ 62.66 percent - Percentage of Solano County voters rejected the recall of Governor Newsom 

 
ENSURING ACCURACY OF RESULTS 

As part of canvassing the results, the ROV performed an audit which included a random hand count of 2 
percent of the valid ballots, comparing the totals to the electronic results submitted to ensure accuracy.  

No discrepancies were discovered during the hand count audit of the results.
