The major part of this
decrease was due to adverse weather conditions affecting our pear crop., Several
other firuit crops were inadvertently affected by the abnormal weather that presented
itself in 1967. '

Emnhasis must be made, that the total income of Agricultural products, includes
all of the cost of production and does not indicate that this is the nat return to
the producer,

so diligently worked on this report under the supervision of Deputy Commissioner,
Donald Haug, Also to express my appreciation to the many pesple in Agriculture and
