not be confused with net income,

Gross farm income this year was lower than last, due mainly to extreme hot
weather at & crifical point in the growbth of many crops, thus reducing yields. It
mest be emphasized, however, that these figures include ell the costs of production,
These costs have continued %o rise meking 1t more difficuli than ever for the farmer
to realize a profit,
