1 Public Hearing to consider Rezoning Petition No. Z-20-02 by Jeremy Mason
on behalf of Diversity Beer to rezone two parcels totaling .48 acres from
Residential Traditional Community "R-TC-20" to Residential Traditional
Community Mixed Use "R-TC-MU" to be consistent with the Solano County
General Plan and allow for future neighborhood commercial uses, APNs
