It must be emphasized, however, that these figures include all of the costs of
production, These costs have continued to rise making it more difficult than
ever for the farmer o realize a profit,

I wish 1o express my sincere appreciation to my staff and the people of
Solano County who have ccepersted so splendidly with me in my twelfth year
as Agricultural Commissioner of Solano County .
