In accordance with the provisions of Section 65-5 of the Agricultural Codes of
the State of California, I am submitting herewith the 196k Annual Crop Report for
Solano County.

This is the Sixteenth Annual Crop Report to be compiled by this office. Since
we arc dependent upon the cooperation of growers, packers, livestock producecrs,
and many others to reweal the corrcct figures to our representatives, individual
items are held in strictest confidence, We belicve that our composite fipures are
thus reasonably accurate, although some may be slightly beclow the total f.o0.b.
sums due to our inability to find all sources,

Gross farm income increased considerably this past year mainly duc to two crops,
which were tomatoes amd pears, Ideal growing conditions werc experienced as well
as a long harvesting period. Somec crops rccecived severe frost damage and caused
considerable loss of value, but these losses were compensated by the increasc
received on other agricultural commodities,.

However it must be cmphasized, that the above income includes all the cost of
production and does not indicate the nct return to the grower, These costs have
continucd to rise, with the additional cost of water, land leveling and etc.,
making it difficult for the farmer to realize a larger profit.

I wish to express my sincere appreciation to my staff and the people of Solano
County who have cooperated so splendidly with me in my Sixteenth year as Agri=-
cultural Commissioner of Solano County.
