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I am pleased to present the 1991 Solano County Crop Report in
accordance with Section 2279 of the California Food and
Agricultural Code. This report addresses acreages, yields, and
gross values for agricultural commodities produced within the
county but does not reflect net farm income or costs of
production and marketing.

Agricultural commodities for 1991 totalled $181,775,000,
reflecting an approximate 4 percent increase compared to 1990.
This increase 1in gross value is particularly notable since

18,551 acres of farmland were involved in waterbanking in 1991.
Solano County agriculture was able to assist with drought water
management by selling water while also retaining its stronghold in
agricultural production.

Vegetable values showed significant increases, largely due to strong
acreages, yields, and prices for processing tomatoes. Fruit and Nut
increases were largely attributable to nonbearing orchards coming
into production and strong prices. Field crop values showed a
decrease due to acreage changes in a variety of crops; yields,
however, were strong and prices were generally similar to 1990,

There were twenty-three million dollar crops in 1991, with
processing tomatoes remaining Solano County's number one crop.
Alfalfa moved up into second rank, and sugar beets moved into sixth
rank. Grape and walnut values increased due to strong yields and
increased producing acres. Seed crops continued to make a strong
contribution to Solano County's agricultural production.



Gross values for Solano County commodities produced in 1991
indicate a solid agricultural sector, only surpassed once,
in 1989.

If one considers the multiplier effect, Solano County agriculture
contributes well over $1 billion to California's economy.

I would 1ike to express appreciation to the Solano County
Agriculture Department and the U.C. Cooperative Extension Service
staff who contributed to this report, with special recognition

to Lenny DaMassa, Supervising Agricultural Biologist. The
growers and ranchers who responded to the surveys for commodity
production information and who create the wealth agriculture
represents to this county are to be thanked.

The cover of this report reflects Solano County's lead commodity,
processing tomatoes. This photo of field harvest of processing
tomatoes was provided by Gene Miyao, U.C. Cooperative Extension
Service,
